The overture

More than 100 years ago, Wilhelm Maybach built a car that
pointed the way to the modern era.

The first act

His son, Karl, took over the reins, creating further master-
pieces between the twenties and the forties. Having set
many standards in terms of size, technology and perform-
ance by the end of the twenties, Maybach followed this

up in the thirties with a surprise move: the introduction of
a “small” model, known by the abbreviation SW, which
stood for swing axle. The picture here gives some idea of
its stunning design. It was lovingly handcrafted, a unique
product built in accordance with the wishes of the individual
customer, as is still the case with every Maybach today.



Like Mercedes-Benz, the Maybach brand belonged to
the elite of the automobile world. At the end of the 20th
century, some of the most capable and imaginative minds

at Mercedes-Benz took up the challenge to return Maybach
to that position. The result is certainly dramatic. But let's
begin at the subtle end of the scale, because the first thing
you'll notice about the new Maybach is how quiet it is.
