he 1985 Mercury Marquis, like all

other Mercury products, is the result of
intensive engineering efforts aimed at
making it a high-quality vehicle. Quality
isn't just a concem with the 1985 Mercury
Moarquis; it's a preoccupation.

This kind of quality doesn't just happen.
It’s the end product of infent, hard work,
and the right application of the right tech-
nologies. Technology, however, can only
be considered advanced when it con be
applied fo make people’s lives better. That
is the intention. After oll, Mercury cars are
designed and built for people, not for
proving grounds or laboratories.

One of the ways Mercury cars are built
for people is to ask employees to confribute
fo them.

This program is known as Employee
Involvement. Employee Involvement begins
well before cars are even assembled and

\blunteers from specific areas form
Employee Involvement Groups. These
groups meet regularly to discuss ways in
which they can improve the quality of their
work and, hence, the quality of the overall
product.

It’s a preoccupation.

Joining these Employee Involvement
Groups are Quality/Refiability Teoms com-
prised of representatives from design,
engineering, assembly, manufacturing,
and senvice, along with representatives
from outside suppliers. These teams
examine new plans or proposed changes
in their earliest stoges fo make sure quality
is built in.

While people play a vital role in the
quality of Mercury cars, their contribution
isn't the only avenue that's explored in the
search for the highest quality. For instance,
fo monitor the uniformity of metal surfaces,
an advanced device known as Surfronic
3 is used. This quality checking device is
s0 sensitive that it can detect surface imeg-
ularities that are impercepible to the
human eye.

The sophistication of the computer age
also has revolutionized the speed and
accuracy with which Marquis” electrical
system can be checked. A black box called
UNIMETS can be plugged into the Marquis’
cigarette lighter by a pre-delivery inspector,
and, without ever moving from the front
seat, a fest of the enfire electrical system
can be conducted.

Advanced electronics and computer
technology aren‘t limited to quality control,
however. There are a lot of sophisticated
technological applications in the everyday
operation of the 1985 Mercury Marquis.

For instance, Marquis’ Electronic
Engine Confrol system, EEC-IV, employs
state-of-the-art microcomputer technol-
ogy to actually control engine functions.
EEC-IV senses when the Marquis’ engine
is running rich or lean and can order the
car’s electronic fuel injection system to
adjust the air/fuel mixture fo increase
combustion efficiency and thereby increase
the power and/or fuel economy as called
for by a specific driving situation. In this
way, EEC-IV helps Marquis deliver better
starfing, driveability, and performance.

EEC-IV even shuts off the air condition-
ing compressor unit so os not fo divert
power when maximum acceleration is
needed, such as when passing on the
highway or climbing a steep hill. In addi-
fion, it continuously adjusts many other
functions - air/fuel ratio, spark timing,
incoming air volume ~ o maintain o
smooth idle.

EEC-IV also has an electronic diary that
confinuously records engine operation
information for quick, easy diagnosis at
service intervals. Additionally, EEC-IV is
programmed to compensate for changes
that fake place as the Marquis accumu-
lates mileoge and ifs parts begin to wear.

Another area where technology was
applied to make people more comfort-
able is in the Marquis” Nifra-Cushion
suspension.

In order fo help assure a smooth,
comfortable ride, nitrogen-pressurized
front struts and rear shock absorbers are
used. Unlike conventional hydraulic shock
absorbers —that can lose their domping
characteristics through aeration of the
fluid during hord use—these gos-
pressurized shocks provide more consis-
tent domping force, especially during hard
use, The nitrogen pressurization virfually
eliminates aeration.

Marquis’ smooth ride also comes as a
result of Teflon™-coated front strut pistons
and minimum friction strut oil seals.

Technology can only be considered
advanced when it makes people’s
lives better.

Since Marquis basically was desi
with people in mind, it should come as
no surprise that considerable fime and
energy were devoted fo Morquis’ passen-
ger safety.

Marquis is designed o meet or exceed
all applicable federal safety stondards.

Features are incorporated into Marquis
that are designed to allow both ifs front
and rear ends 1o crush progressively in a
predictable manner upon a barrierimpact.
This absorbs some of the energy and can
result in reducing the force that otherwise
could be transmitted fo the passenger
comparfment.

In addition, while some companies
now install to 2)5-mph bumpers on their
cors, Marquis still carries 5-mph bumpers,
front and rear, for an extra measure of
strength.

Inside, Marquis has been designed fo
| be free of protrusions that could increase
the risk of injury during a collision. The
instrument panel fop, armrests, door
panels, and even the sunvisors are padded
fo help absorb impact forces. Of course,
Marquis has standard seat belts for all
passengers.
