CopriRS.

The Copri GS feotures standard
rack-and-pinion steering, an indepen-
dent modified MacPherson strut front
suspension with front stabilizer bar, ond
PI95/75R14 black sidewall steel-belled
radial tires for sure road-hugging obility.

E apri is a car for people who
take their driving seriously.

Capri GS is powered by a standard
2.3-liter overhead-cam four-cylinder
engine. This improved powerplont fea-
tures low-friction piston rings, o higher
compression ratio, “fost-burn” head
design, ond extended reach spark plugs.
Couple the engine with Capri GS's ston-
dord manuol four-speed, floor-mounted
fransmission, ond you have a car that's
both exciting and economical.*

For the more horsepower-minded
driver, Capri GS is available with two
optionol engines: a 3.8-liter V-6 or a
powerful 5,0-liter High-Output V-8,

The 3.8-lifer engine is standard
equipped with a three-speed SelectShift
automeatic transmission and features
electronic fuel injection, on electro-drive
cooling fan, and a new low-oil warning
system.

The brute power of the 5.0-liter H.0.
V-8, available as an option on the Copri
GS, transmits its power fo the rear
wheels through a four-speed Automatic
Overdrive transmission. If, 100, is
equipped with electronic fuel injection.

And for improved handling, the 6S
with 5.0-liter engine can be ordered with
an optionol TR Performance Package
that includes Michelin TRX tires, cast-
cluminum wheels, quick-ratio power
steering, and a handling package with
Nitra-Cushion suspension.

But that's only the beginning of the
good news for ‘85. Capri GS now offers
many standard features that formerly
were options: AM/FM stereo radio (may

be deleted for credit), rear window
delroster, finfed glass, power windows,
right-hand remote-control mirrors,

~ power steering, lilt steering wheel,

light group, and interval wipers.

With so many standord features
(see a more complele listing on page
10), the ‘85 Capri 6S is a great value.
Lower bodyside urethane protection also
has been made standard, Plus there's o
new forced air vent/heater system that
provides improved al-weather climate
control

Capri’s unitized body hos extensive
corrosion protection to guard it from the
ravages of the elements. And it has o
variety of small, helpful touches, like a
self-odjusting clutch and fire/wheel
indexing for a really smooth ride. For o

Tires ana wheets are never perfectly
round, both having high points ond low
poinis. To minimize the effects of these
variances, the fire’s high point and the
steel wheel's low point are marked by
the manufocturer before mating the two
Al the assembly plant, these two poinfs
ore motched to make the finished fire/
wheel assemblies more concentric, or
rounder, for increased riding
smoothness

Capri still provides 5-mph bumpers
in both the front and the reor. Many ofher
companies now Install 2'/2-mph
bumpers on their cars. Copri's system
heips profect the lamps, cooling system,
and exhoust components and helps
reduce the repair cost of low-speed
impacls

Tne Mercury Capri is meticulously
assembled to exacting design and
safety standards.

Capri provides the driver with the
equipment he or she needs fo help toke
a commanding role in operating safety—~
equipment drivers can repeatedly rely on
1o help them avoid accidents,

Capn features stondord power-
assisted rack-and-pinion steering for
precise maneuvering in difficult situg-
tions. Rack-and-pinion steering, with
its sensitive road feel, provides conirol
directly in response 10 driver commands.
A front stabilizer bor is also standard to
help counteract the lateral forces that
can be generated if sudden turns should
be necessary. The front brokes provide
most of the actuol braking in an emer-
gency sifuation on dry pavement due to
“weight transference” to the front of the
vehicle.
