TRAILERING BASICS

Towing a trailer involves all mzjor vehide
systems of your Chevy truck, Including
poweertrain, steening, suspension and brake
systems. Easy and safe trallering requires
a propery equipped vehicle, additional
trailering equipment and an appropriate
tralier. It also requires loading bath the
wvehicle and trailer properly, using safe
driving techriques, mesting regional legal
requirements and following break-in and
maintenance schedules. You are resporsible
for being sure you have the appropriate
equipment and hitch for your specfic
trai'ering sinuation, If you plan to tow a
iraier, concult your owner's manual and
speak to a trailering expert at your
Chevrolet dealership or visit our web site
at wwwi.chevroletcom.

The following chart will assist in deter-
mining how to best equip your Chevy
truck for trallaring. T hels vou urder-
stand the chart, consider these trailering
factors:

Torques: Indicates the strength of the
engine. Low-end torque reflects how much
force Is generated to pet your vehide maving:

Horsepower; Indicates haw much work
the engme does at a certain engine speed,
Atmid- to high-engine rom, t's what
keeps you maoving at highway speeds,

Axle Ratio: Along with your vehicle's
transmission gears, a higher rear axle
ratia contributes to how much availzble
torque and horsepower (machanical
leverage) can be applied to the drive
wheels for kunch and uphill performance.
Higher rear asde ratios, however, sacrifice
fuel econemy when not trailerng.

RBall Hitch Trailering: There are two
types of ball hitches, A weaight-camrying
hitch eonzists of 4 ball and coupler with
na means to distribute the hitch weight
It is used primarly for Eghtweight tralers.
Heavier {railers, however, require a weight-
distributing hitch which uses spring bars
to transfer some of the hitch weight

GOWR:

The Grass Combination Weight Rating is
the torzl allowable weight of the completsly
Ivaded vehicle and trailer induding any
passengers, cargo, equipment and can-
version. A properly equipped tow vehide
and trafler at the maximum GCWR
should be able to accelerate and merge
with traific, dimb typical interstate grades
at highweay speeds. handle the combinz-
tion on most road surfaces and stap
adeguately within a reasonable distance.
The GCWR for yaur vehide should not
be exceaded

A Naote About Trailer Ratings: There
is no industry standard for trafler weight
ratings. Definitions vary by manufacturer.
Chevrolet includes the weight of the
most popular options as well as a drver
and one passenger and required Tailering
equipment te ensure that trailesing ratings
are reslistic. When comparing Failering
ratings, please note that the compettor
ratings may not consicer the weight of
optional equipment or the additional
PAsSENEEr, S0 comparisons may not be
equivalent.

HITCHES

It's important to have the correct hitch
equipment. Crasswinds, large trucks
going by and rough roads are just a few
of the reasons why you'l need the right
hitch. Hers ave same rules to follow.

B If you'll be towing z trailer that, when
loaded, will weigh more than 3,500 Ibs.,

be sure to Use 2 frame-rmounted, weight-
distributing hitch and sway control of the
proper size. The equipment is very important

for proper vehide loading and good
handiing when you'se driving

W If you have to make any holes in the
body of your vehicle to install 2 trailer
hitch, be sure to seal the holes if you
ever remove the hitch, If they're not
sealed, dirt, water and deadly carbon
manaxide from the exhaust can get
into your vehide.
