1. Greater use of corrosion-resistant steels.
For 1979, more Zincrometal® more galvanized
steel, more zinc alloy steel, more zinc-plated parts
are used than last year.

2. Zinc-rich anti-corrosion primers. These
are hand sprayed on critical areas before

final priming.

3. Final priming. Every complete Chevy pickup
body gets a dip or spray bath thatleaves a uniformly
thick primer coating.

4. Finish painting. That beautiful finish is
tough, baked-on acrylic enamel.

5. Aluminized wax preservative. Many lower
body inner surfaces get a coating of aluminized wax
preservative to help resist corrosion from road salt.
