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The best way to describe the "64 Corvette Sting Ray: a sports car with a dual personality. Last year's classic
was dubbed a designer’s coup for the way it fused celebrated Corvette performarce with penthouse liceury.
And Caorvette for "64 outdoes its predecessor with a dual personality mus. Both Sport Coupe and Convertible
feature better-than-ever ride qualities, higher horsepower ratings for the two top engines®, refined styling
and interior comfort. Here's some insight into the ride side of Sting Ray’s doubly pleasing makeup.

We had to go some to improve on such advanced engineering features as 4-wheel independent suspension,
short-wheelbase chassis and rearward weight bins, But Sting Ray's ride has been definitely and impartially
improved (that is, performance and comfort seekers profit equally). Front and rear, new varinble-rate springs
size up bumps as they take them on. This means they flex softly for wee bumps and offer more resistance
to big ones. In addition, all shock absorbers have been recalibrated, and noise has been cut to & minimum
by a host of innovations designed to reduce and isolate vibration, The end result is & firm but smooth,
quieter ride for plying across town, plus improved open-road handling and performance characteristics.
(More details on this shortly.)

But a sports car can be aesthetically pleasing, too. As a look at the refined countenance of the "64 Sting Ray
Sport Coupe will prove. It's enough to puff up the pride of the most design-conscious enthusiast.,
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A subtle belt-line crest remains unchanged, sweeps threessixty around the acrodynamic design. The gentle
contour of the body panels is underlined by tasteful new rocker moldings. New, too, is the one-piece rear
window with its slimline molding (even lady bufis get great hindsight without straining in their seats). Up
front, power-operated retractable headlamps blend smoothly into the sculptured hood. The hood is newly
styled with clean, uncluttered surfaces. Sting Ray Sport Coupe’s uniquely designed doors still extend well
beyond the roof line for casy ins and outs . . . kind treatment for fragile feminine coiffures,

That's a swift sketch of the '64 Sting Ray Sport Coupe. But maybe you have a yen for open-air going (and
who doesn’t?). Then shift your attention to the sweet lines of the new Sting Ray Convertible.

Fore and aft, note the trim wraparound bumpers and full-length windsplits on the hood and rear deck.
Observe, also, the subdued aluminum grille, distinctive new wheel covers with simulated knock-off hubs and
the refreshing absence of needless chrome and other useless doodads. Next, add youwr finishing touch by
selecting a neat soft top or removable hardtop. A tough choice—but no one will hit the roof if you order both,
the hardtop at modest extra cost. Top down for taking sun or top up for taking weather, the '64 Sting Ray
Convertible promises great times, sparkling performance. And with things like Ball-Race steering and a
power team from a quartet of restless V8's and versatile transmissions, a Corvette delivers what it promises.

This Is the Way the Stmg Ra.y Rldes and Looks
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Luxury abounds within
Corvette’s sleck outer shell,
neatly dovetailed with brass-
tack function. Settle vourself
in the spacious cockpit of the
'64 Sting Ray Sport Coupe,
where plush bucket seats go
without saying. Test the feel
of the deep-hub steering wheel:
the simulated-walnut rim is
standard on new Corvettes
and 80 i3 the adjustable steer-
ing column. Then, look at the
elegant color-keved interior
(in black, red, dark blue, silver,
white or saddle). Leather-
grain vinyl upholstery spruces
up the seats and hooded arcas
of the instrument panel. Upper
door pads sport pleated
leather-grain vinyl with carpet
below, And now vou can gild
the lily with a choice of color-
keved genuine leather scats®.

Next, streteh out and sample
the leg room. Feel the deep-
twist carpeting beneath vour
feet, Assures high-heel com-
fort for lady buffs and scuff
protection to boot. Look
behind you: you'll be pleased
to see that baggage gets
equally gentle treatment in
the fully carpeted luggage area.
(While we're on the subject,
ladies, congider the conven-
ience of stowing shopping-
sprée treasures with a casual
toss over the shoulder.) And,
for secret out-of-sight stowage,
there are two concealed com-
partments beneath the luggage
arca foor: one for squirreling
away tools, the other good for
valuables and such.

Now, face eyes-front again.
Note the bright new door re-
leage, shift lever and direc-
tional signal knobs—they're
all chrome this year. Study the
functional instrument cluster.
It groups speedometer, tach,
odometer, oil pressure, am-
meter, fuel and temperature
gauges in a single handsome
package. A smart center con-
sole does the same for the
electric clock, heater controls

and fully transistorized
AM-FM radio*. Even the
breeze is at vour fingertips,
thanks to crank-operated win-
dows and ventipanes. And
these will draw purrs of femi-
nine contentment: power
windows*, Soft-Ray tinted
glass*, power steering*, power
brakes*, automatic trans-
mission* and air conditioning*
are also available,

Corvetie's eflicient blended-
air heater is coordinated with
the cowl inlet ventilation
system. Warm-weather come-
fort and a frost-free windshield
are as close at hand as the two
control knobs, Brand new for
the '64 Sport Coupe is @ rear-
compartment ventilation
blower. It's mounted in the
body side panel behind the
driver's seat and designed to
draw air out of the passenger
compartment via louvered
body openings. The blower is
actuated by a pull-type switch
located near the retractable
headlamp control and operates
only when the heater is off.
The retractable headlamps, by
the way, are operated by two
reversible electric motors.
They can also be operated
manually or locked in the open
position. A cockpit light warns
when lights are on and not in
the open position.

Finally, check this additional
list of luxury, safety and
convenience features—all
standard equipment. Mainte-
nance reducers like battery-
saving Delcotron generator,
hydraulic self-adjusting brakes
and long-life exhaust system.
Seat belts, amber lenses on
front parking and turn signal
lights, instde and outside mir-
rors, recessed safety reflectors
in the door sidewall panels.
Padded armrests, sunshades
for driver and passenger. Elec-
tric windshield wipers, push-
button windshield washer.
Directional signals, parking
brake alarm, courtesy lights
