The Ford P100is a pick-up that 's
as easy to drive as a car, yet with
the performance to handle a full
one tonne load* under most types
of conditions, from motorways to
farm tracks, from town trafficto
building sites.

The power house is the trusted
and reliable 1600¢cc Ford OHC
petrol engine (developing 73 DIN

synchromesh transmission. The
engine gives the gutsy
performance needed for a hard

Belying its saloon car looks and
comfort, the Ford P100 pick-up has
a heavy duty specification that
gives it the toughness commercial
operation demands, ensuring that
it will withstand vigorous use for
years to come.

To cope with a full one tonne
load¥ and pick-up operating

conditions, Ford engineers have
designed a special heavy duty
suspension. A full length box
section chassis supports the cab
unit, which has an extra strong
floor pan and supplementary
bracing for maximum durability.
Excellent ground dlearance permits
use on rough terrain and wide

commercial tyres give good
traction and stability on all
surfaces.

Further evidence of the heavy
duty specification of the Ford P100
pick-up is in the independently
mounted load-box. There are no
exposed seams, and a double skin
gives exceptional protection from

damage inside the box and
ensuring a dent free smart
appearance to the exterior panels.
The box floor pan is full cross
braced to give full support.
Coupled with the extensive anti
corrosion treatment, it all adds up
to first class resistance to rusting
and damage.

Beely stopping power has been
builtin to match the heavyweight
performance and ensure that the
Ford P100 pick-up is no softie when
it comes to delivering the goods.

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O0—SERVICEABILITY

The Ford P100 pick-up offers
operators the combination of truck
specification, with ease of servicing
and maintenance costs which
compare well with those of a car.
Access to all engine areas is
excellent, with straightforward
routine visual checks of oil, battery,
brake reservoirs, windscreen
washer fluid and cooling system.

The clutch and brakes are self
adjusting for minimum attention. In
addition, the distributor, ignition
coil, starter motor, fuses, oil drain
plug and filter, coolant hoses, and
wiper motor are all readily
accessible.

Reliability is enhanced by o
20,000km (12,500 mile) interval for
valve adjustment and renewal of
spark plugs and points whilst front
and rear wheel bearings, steering
system and transmission
components are totally
maintenance free. For servicing,
the unrivalled nationwide Ford
Dealer network is at your disposal,
employing top technicians and
highly trained staff backed up with
readily obtainable low cost parts.

The Ford P100 pick-up has been
constructed to a no compromise
heavy duty specificaton to handle
the heavy demands of commercial
operation.

SUSPENSION

The independent front suspension
is subframe located, with coil
springs and concentrically
mounted hydraulic double acting
telescopic shock absorbers
between lower arm and subframe.

The rear suspension has a live
axle featuring longitudinal, semi
elliptical dual rate leaf springs with
hydraulic double acting telescopic
shock absorbers.

REAR AXLE

Hypoid semi floating, cast steel
housing, single speed with semi
floating head and 1:4375 ratio.
BRAKES

Large 248mm self adjusting discs at
front with leading/trailing design
drum brakes at rear.
