DRIVING TIPS FOR TRAILER TOWING

Boat Launching . . . always be sure to have your service dealer
check the rear axle lubricant of your car if the rear axle should
happen to submerge while launching a boat.
Cars with TorqueFlite . . . use the “2"” speed when going up or
down steep grades . . . this provides better pulling power and
more effective downhill engine braking and engine cooling . . .
it also reduces torque-converter action, improving gasoline
economy.
Cars with Air Conditioning . . . the following precautions should
be taken when pulling a trailer with an air-conditioned car on
a hot day, if there is any evidence of engine overheating:
When climbing hills, select a lower transmission gear.
While stopped in heavy traffic, put the transmission in neu-
tral and idle the engine at a higher speed.
When cruising on the highway, reduce speed.
NOTE: If the engine continues to overheat, shut off the air con-
ditioner temporarily, until engine temperature returns to normal.
